He teaches that those who 
commune together express their agreement with all his teachings (1 
Corinthians 10:17). Sadly, all Christians are not in complete agreement 
because of false teachings. By not inviting Christians outside our 
fellowship to commune with us, we avoid an expression of unity where it 
does not exist.  If you have questions concerning this practice, please 
speak with pastor.
