Through the body, bread, blood, and 
wine connected with Jesus’ promise in His Word we receive the 
forgiveness of sins (Matthew 26:26-28). Out of Christian love and 
concern we would not wish to lead anyone to make that public 
confession before being thoroughly instructed in the teachings of 
our church (1 Corinthians 11:27-29). Therefore, if you are visiting us 
today please speak to our Pastor prior to the service if you wish to join us 
in partaking of the Lord’s Supper today.
