FIRST LESSON Luke 2:41-52

Every year his parents went to Jerusalem for the Feast of the
Passover. When he was twelve years old, they went up to the Feast,
according to the custom. After the Feast was over, while his parents
were returning home, the boy Jesus stayed behind in Jerusalem, but
they were unaware of it. Thinking he was in their company, they
traveled on for a day. Then they began looking for him among their
relatives and friends. When they did not find him, they went back to
Jerusalem to look for him. After three days they found him in the
temple courts, sitting among the teachers, listening to them and
asking them questions. Everyone who heard him was amazed at his
understanding and his answers. When his parents saw him, they
were astonished. His mother said to him, “Son, why have you
treated us like this? Your father and | have been anxiously searching
for you.” “Why were you searching for me?” he asked. “Didn’t you
know | had to be in my Father’s house?” But they did not understand
what he was saying to them.

SECOND LESSON Luke 19:1-10

On one occasion an expert in the law stood up to test Jesus.

He answered,
“Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and
with all your strength and with all your mind’; and, ‘Love your neighbor
as yourself.” “You have answered correctly,” Jesus replied. “Do this
and you will live.” But he wanted to justify himself, so he asked Jesus,
“‘And who is my neighbor?” In reply Jesus said: “A man was going
down from Jerusalem to Jericho, when he fell into the hands of
robbers. They stripped him of his clothes, beat him and went away,
leaving him half dead. A priest happened to be going down the same
road, and when he saw the man, he passed by on the other side. So
too, a Levite, when he came to the place and saw him, passed by on
the other side. But a Samaritan, as he traveled, came where the man
was; and when he saw him, he took pity on him. He went to him and
bandaged his wounds, pouring on oil and wine. Then he put the man
on his own donkey, took him to an inn and took care of him. The next
day he took out two silver coins and gave them to the innkeeper.
‘Look after him,” he said, ‘and when | return, | will reimburse you for
any extra expense you may have.’ “Which of these three do you think
was a neighbor to the man who fell into the hands of robbers?” The
expert in the law replied, “The one who had mercy on him.” Jesus told
him, “Go and do likewise.”
